Volunteer Report 
Volunteering is rebounding after being on hiatus due to covid19, interest in volunteering from corporate groups has jumped noticeably in the past 3 months. We have not lost a significant number of volunteers after asking that all volunteers be vaccinated. Childcare sessions have been the hardest to get regular support for, but we are partnering with North Allegheny Key Club, to help address this. This year we have finally secured a skilled group of volunteers to lead and develop the garden which is both a relief and exciting. Volunteers leading on managing the HEARTH Store and Food pantry greatly free up staff time and are dedicated and valuable. 
The flexibility of volunteers to help at short notice, particularly during the day, is still a challenge (it is for most nonprofits).
